(4-5)  “Communities at Risk” Listing on Federal Register

a community is considered “at risk” from wildfire if it lies within a wildland urban interface, as defined in the Federal Register of January 4, 2001.  Yosemite West, at the top of a steep slope with heavy fuel loading below, fits this criteria and is particularly vulnerable to wildfire.
